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Applicant Requirements 

The Astoria Scandinavian Midsummer Festival Scholarship will be awarded to a 

graduating senior who exhibits the following requirements… 

• Has had some involvement with the Astoria Scandinavian Midsummer Festival – 

either as a participant or attendee. 

• Is a graduating high school senior. 

• Has a minimum grade point average of 3.00 (not required as part of 

Scandinavian Benevolent Society Scholarship) 

• The scholarship is to be used for post-secondary higher education at an accredited 

institution. (The SBS Scholarship does not require the applicant to be a college 

bound student, but that the applicant be pursing any post-secondary education, 

apprenticeship, or job training.) 

• The recipient must use the scholarship in the next school year and must be in full-

time attendance.

1. Student’s personal letter of introduction and statement of interest in this 

scholarship 

2. Completed Scholarship Application Form 

3. High school transcript - please black out social security number and any 

immunization information.
